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Sectarian killing in Pakistan has now reached record levels. The current state of Pakistan has been under serious attack from hardliners and terrorists of more than one brand or category. Violence and intimidation against ethnic, religious and linguistic minorities is increasingly commonplace, with mass-murders and target killings occurring on a near daily basis in all major cities of the country. Nobody is feeling secure in the country. Everyone is skeptic about the future as they don’t know what tomorrow holds for them although it is unlikely to be anything good.
A New Paradigm
 The competition is launched to inspire young people to become social entrepreneurs who develop innovative solutions for peace building in unstable and volatile locations around the country through sustainable enterprise. The competition encourages young people especially those young people living in troubled and conflict stricken areas of Pakistan to design and deliver innovative projects which promote peace and coexistence among people from different faiths, sects and cultures. The competition encourages young people to use music, sports, media (videos) and information technology while designing and delivering creative and innovative peace projects that focus on tolerance, conflict resolution, reconciliation and developing interfaith harmony.
Eligibility
 All young people between the age of 15 and 30 can take part in the Social Enterprise Competition on Peace. Young people can work individually or in teams of up to five members.
Idea Submission
To submit your idea, answer the following questions. 
1. Problem Statement: What is the problem? What if the problem remains unaddressed? What good will it prevent, what opportunity it brings? Maximum 300 words
2. Mission and Vision: What change in the community would you ultimately want to see? Imagine what the community would be if the problem is solved. Maximum 250 words
3. Theory of Change: What is your theory of change? How the outcomes of your activities lead ultimately to your desired social impact? Maximum 300 words
4. Solution: What is your solution (products and services)? How does your- solution innovatively remove the pain and solve the peace problem? Maximum 300 words
5. Social Impact: What is your ultimate desired social change? How do you measure your social impact? Maximum 300 words
6. Team: Who are your core team? What are their strengths? Maximum 200 words
7. Financial Summary: What is your financial need? How will you sustain (make money) for your enterprise? Maximum 300 words
8. Track Record: Have your- team conceived and implemented any service project in the past? What did you accomplish? How that experience can be incorporated into your idea for peace competition? Maximum 250 words
Idea Submission Deadline: Idea must be submitted by email to peacecompetition@gmail.com  12.00 (PST) 15th August 2013. 
How will the competition be judged?
All the competition entries will be judged by a panel of judges, who will come from the field of social entrepreneurship and education. Working individually, each judge will assess the entries against the following eight criteria, giving a mark out of 10 for each one:
